FACIAL RECOGNITION TAKES
HOLD IN L.A. COUNTY

uring a recent CSI: NY episode, the crew

was able to locate a wanted person by

taking a digital image of the suspect’s
facial features and comparing it to a database
consisting of the city’s population as seen by a
series of cameras located throughout the city.
In a recent James Bond movie, good ol’ James
took a photo of his enemy at an opera house,
which in turn generated a 3-D composite, which
was then sent to London, and within seconds,
the enemy was identified. There is also a scene
where a person is identified by taking a photo
of the back of the head! Incredible, but with
today’s technology being advanced literally on
a daily basis, I wondered if such a system existed,
and if it did, how accurate it was. I posed this
question to our resident expert, Deputy Manuel
Cueva at LACRIS (Los Angeles County Regional
Identification System), and learned that, for the
most part, television is just “Hollywood.” But
there’s more ...

Deputy Cueva has made it his goal to under-
stand as much as he can about facial recognition.
The term has been all abuzz in popular culture
for at least the last decade. The wide-eyed labora-
tory technicians in today’s most popular crime
dramas quite often refer to facial recognition
techniques to “solve the crime.” It would be nice
to have a system that replicates what we see on
the big and small screens; however, the reality
is that it does indeed exist, but not to the extent
we see in a James Bond movie or on CSI. Facial
recognition has a definite purpose for today’s
law enforcement professional and it works
rather nicely.

When you ask law enforcement personnel
what they believe facial recognition encompasses,
you’ll get a series of different interpretations and
what they think it’s all about. For the most part,
some portions of their interpretations are accu-
rate. Most students believe you take a picture of
a suspect and “voila!” the crime is solved. It’s sort
of like that, but let’s clarify.

Facial recognition is the automated process
of taking a digital image of an unknown indi-
vidual and using it to search against a database
of known individuals. When the search is com-
plete, a candidate list is presented to the user.
Is that all there is, you may ask? Unfortunately,
no. There is a little more to the whole process.

Computers do their part by presenting a list of
potential suspects, and now it’s up to the law
enforcement professional to complete the task.

After the initial facial review of the candi-
date list, personnel can narrow it down to one
or two candidates. A comparison is then con-
ducted between the original source image and
the database image(s) looking for similarities or
differences in the faces to determine if there is
enough information to warrant further investi-
gation. Contrary to popular belief, and unlike
Livescan, the computer does not spit out a posi-
tive identification!

Facial recognition is still relatively new com-
pared to fingerprints, which have been around
for over 100 years. The technology has made
great strides in the last 10 years and it’s get-
ting better. Since the accuracy rate is nowhere
near that of fingerprints, we can only gener-
ate investigative leads with facial recognition
today. So the next time one of the local liquor
stores in your area gets robbed, and all you have
is a grainy CCTV image, give facial recogni-
tion a shot. I think you will be surprised with
the results.

During a recent robbery in the city of Comp-
ton, the victim was able to photograph his
assailant and the getaway vehicle’s license plate
with his cellphone. Unfortunately, neither the
victim nor a witness was able to identify the sus-
pect via a six-pack. Armed with only the photos
taken by the victim, LACRIS was able to generate
another six-pack using this latest technology.
This time, however, the suspect was positively
identified.

LACRIS, as you might imagine, has been
inundated with similar requests and inquiries
from throughout the law enforcement commu-
nity. As much as they would like to help everyone
with this new technology, they simply cannot.

Our Los Angeles PhotoManager, which
houses over six million frontal mugshots, is what
we are searching against and where our facial
recognition technology resides. Watch the train-
ing video on our website (lacris.lafis.org) to get
you started, but even more important, sign up for
a facial recognition class through your training
representative. The aforementioned information
is just a small preview into the technology, but
you’ll need more thorough training on how to
read your results and how to articulate your find-
ings in reports and in court.

VERY SPECIAL PEOPLE

day workforce. It doesn’t matter whether they’re
sworn, civilian, temporary or a contractor. These
folks come to work every day, make a significant
contribution and go about their day without any
fanfare.

EMAIL GOING TO “THE CLOUD”

At the direction of the Los Angeles County
chief information officer, Department email is
going to “the cloud.” As you can imagine, major
system changes like this are not without their
hiccups. During early implementation, the DSB
Systems Group worked to fix a major issue
where, at one point, over 200,000 emails were
held in a queue.

Having worked through the night, DSB Sys-
tems Group personnel reached the point of
diminishing returns and called it a night so they
could get back to it in the morning. One mem-
ber showed an extra level of dedication, staying
on site rather than making the long, late-night
trek home only to come back within a few short
hours. Like any good IT personnel, he made the
most of what he had around him, making good
use of his own “cloud” while snoozing on the
couch. With a fresh mind, and not-so-fresh shirt,
the issue was resolved a short time later.

CUSTODY AUTOMATION UNIT:
ATTENDANCE TRACKING
AND REPORTING (ATAR)

In late 2012, Education Based Incarceration
Bureau was in need of an automated way of track-
ing and reporting inmate classroom attendance.
At that time, they gathered attendance by using a
paper-based system that only tracked attendance
at one facility and could not be viewed without

having direct access to the paper document. This
caused a problem with tracking attendance and
did not give executives the ability to adequately
evaluate the system.

Since then, the Custody Automation Unit
Systems Development Team designed and
developed a handheld application for entering
attendance tracking and reporting (ATAR) data.
The project had to meet a series of criteria prior
to implementation. It had to be able to obtain
student information directly from existing sys-
tems; it had be used whether it had a network
connection or not; it had to be able to scan 1D
and 2D barcodes to receive input; and it had to be
implemented without disruptions to the opera-
tion of the respective jail.

The ATAR scanning and docking system was
designed to capture and upload inmate educa-
tional information automatically. This allows
for real-time tracking of an inmate’s attendance
and participation in milestone (additional jail
credits earned) qualifying courses. The system
will also allow the court to reference an inmate’s
attendance at any time.

The tracking and accounting of thousands of
County inmates involved in educational classes
in different locations throughout the County can
be extremely difficult. Yet, the ATAR system can
tell you in real time an inmate’s class attendance
and completion date, and release date if it has
been changed due to their attendance. The afore-
mentioned alone has made jail staff’s job easier.
It will eventually eliminate the guesswork on the
module deputy and line staff’s part in regard to
credits received and how they are applied to an
inmate’s release date. The system does it for you.

ATAR allows past EBI attendance to be used at
time of initial classification for housing and pro-
gram placement, and current activity is factored
into an inmate’s behavior at reclassification,
which can lower inmate’s security level. The data
ATAR captures is currently used by independent
studies conducted by DOJ (BOT program) and
UCI to monitor the success of the program, most
directly its effect on recidivism.

ATAR has reduced workloads by producing
a class schedule and rosters based on previous
week. Historical rosters are easily produced, accu-
rate statistics are available through web forms
and reports easily generated for management.

ATAR also provides a record of programs and
vendors used for the program, collectively pro-
viding useful statistics to those administering the
EBI program and those monitoring its growth
and progress.

Every class an inmate is currently enrolled
in and/or has previously taken/completed is
available for review via the ATAR dashboard
located in the Custody Information Portal via
the Department intranet.

hen I got home that night, my wife
served dinner. I held her hand and
said, “I've got something to tell you.”

Suddenly, I didn’t know how to open
my mouth. But I had to let her know that I was
thinking about divorce.

RECIPE OF THE MONTH

Each month we will bring to you a new and
tasty recipe for you to try, courtesy of one of our
Food Service Unit employees. Here is a Tuscan
Brick-Grilled Chicken recipe I like to do during
these long, hot Summer days.

Tuscan Brick-Grilled Chicken
Ingredients:
1 (3 1/2-pound) chicken, flattened
Kosher salt
1/3 cup good olive oil
2 teaspoons grated lemon zest (2 lemons)
1/3 cup freshly squeezed lemon juice
1 tablespoon minced garlic (3 cloves)
1 tablespoon minced fresh rosemary
leaves
Freshly ground black pepper
1 lemon, halved
Sprinkle the chicken with 1 teaspoon
salt on each side. Combine the olive oil,

lemon zest, lemon juice, garlic, rose-
mary and 2 teaspoons pepper in a small
measuring cup. Place the chicken in a
ceramic or glass dish just large enough
to hold it flat. Pour the lemon mari-
nade over the chicken, turning it in the
dish. Cover the dish with plastic wrap
and refrigerate for at least four hours or
overnight. Turn the chicken two or three
times while marinating.

When ready to grill, prepare a hot char-
coal fire on one side of a grill (or turn a
gas grill on low heat). Spread one-fourth
of the coals across the other side of the
grill. Place the chicken on the cooler side,
skin side up, and weigh it down with a foil-
wrapped brick. Cook for 12 to 15 minutes,
until the underside is golden brown. Turn
the chicken skin side down, weight again
with the brick, and cook for another 12 to
15 minutes, until the skin is golden brown
and the chicken is cooked through. Place
the lemon halves on the cool side of the
grill, cut side down, for the last 10 minutes
of cooking. Remove the chicken to a plate
or cutting board, cover with aluminum
foil and allow to rest for five minutes. Cut
into quarters, sprinkle with salt and serve
with the grilled lemon halves.

FOOD SAFETY TIP OF THE MONTH

Here are some good food safety tips from our
friends at the United States Department of Agri-
culture (USDA). There is also a great app you can
download.

USDA Offers Summer Food Safety Tips

Warmer temperatures call for extra attention
to food safety when cooking and eating outdoors

Memorial Day weekend marked the unoffi-
cial start to Summer, and many Americans will
celebrate with cookouts, camping, road trips and
other activities that involve food. The U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s Food Safety and Inspection
Service (FSIS) is reminding families to take extra
care not to let foodborne bacteria, which grows
more quickly in hot weather, ruin the fun.

“This Memorial Day weekend and all Sum-
mer long, I encourage families to get outside and
enjoy our natural resources, national parks and
forests, and the variety of food America’s farmers

are able to provide,” said Agriculture Secretary
Vilsack. “It’s important to remember that bacteria
grow faster in the same warm temperatures that
people enjoy, so extra care needs to be taken to
prevent food poisoning when preparing meals
away from home. USDA reminds everyone to
use a food thermometer, and take advantage of
resources like our FoodKeeper app to help with
any food handling questions.”

Last month, USDA launched its FoodKeeper
mobile app, which contains specific guidance on
more than 400 food and beverage items, includ-
ing safe cooking recommendations for meat,
poultry and seafood products. The app provides
information on how to store food and beverages
to maximize their freshness and quality. This will
help keep products fresh longer than if they were
stored improperly, which can happen more often
during hot Summer days. The application is avail-
able for free on Android and Apple devices.

Due to a variety of factors, including warmer
temperatures, foodborne illness increases in
Summer. To help Americans stay healthy and
safe, USDA offers the following food safety
recommendations.

Bringing food to a picnic or cookout:

« Use an insulated cooler filled with ice or
frozen gel packs. Frozen food can also be
used as a cold source.

o Foods that need to be kept cold include raw
meat, poultry and seafood; deli and lun-
cheon meats or sandwiches; Summer salads
(tuna, chicken, egg, pasta or seafood); cut
up fruit and vegetables; and perishable
dairy products.

« A full cooler will maintain its cold tempera-
ture longer than a partially filled one. When
using a cooler, keep it out of the direct sun
by placing it in the shade or shelter.

« Avoid opening the cooler repeatedly so that
your food stays colder longer.

Cooking on the grill:

« Use separate cutting boards and utensils for
raw meat and ready-to-eat items, like veg-
etables or bread.

o Keep perishable food cold until it is ready to
cook.

o Useafood thermometer to make sure meat
and poultry are cooked thoroughly to their
safe minimum internal temperatures.

« Beef, pork, lamb and veal (steaks, roasts and
chops): 145° F with a three-minute rest time.

+ Ground meats: 160° F

« Whole poultry, poultry breasts and ground
poultry: 165° F

« Always use a fresh, clean plate and tongs
for serving cooked food. Never reuse items

that touched raw meat or poultry to serve
the food once it is cooked.

Serving food outdoors:

o Perishable food should not sit out for more
than two hours. In hot weather (above 90
°F), food should never sit out for more than
one hour.

o Serve cold food in small portions, and keep
the rest in the cooler. After cooking meat
and poultry on the grill, keep it hot until
served — at 140° F or warmer.

« Keep hot food hot by setting it to the side
of the grill rack, not directly over the coals
where it could overcook. ¥¢

MEMORIAL

n 1962, Congress recognized the vital role
l law enforcement officers hold in protect-

ing the rights and security of all citizens,
and deemed it fitting for the people to join
in commemorating past and present law
enforcement officers. It requested President
John F. Kennedy sign Presidential Proclama-
tion 3537, which identifies law enforcement’s
upward-moving efficiency, and articulates the
importance of the people knowing and under-

standing what is endured by law enforcement

and the necessity for them to cooperate. It also
expresses thanks:

“Whereas itis fitting and proper that we express
our gratitude for the dedicated service and coura-
geous deeds of law enforcement officers and for the
contributions they have made to the security and
well-being of all our people; designated to nation-
ally honor those who paid the ultimate sacrifice.”

Because of this Proclamation, one special day
and one special week were nationally dedicated
to honoring law enforcement officers. May 15

is now known as Peace Officers Memorial Day,
and the calendar week in which May 15 falls is
known as Police Week.

Since 1976, Los Angeles County Sheriff’s per-
sonnel have paid homage to our fallen co-workers
and brethren during National Police Week by par-
ticipating in the Memorial Torch Relay Run. The
torch is carried by one runner from each main-
land Sheriff’s station, leading the way over 300
miles, nonstop, for three days. Each year, nearly

2,000 runners participate in the relay.




At the end of its journey, the torch is passed
from the final carrier to the Sheriff at the Los
Angeles County Peace Officers’ Memorial Cer-
emony. This special ceremony is held the week
following National Law Enforcement Week and
commemorates the lives of those peace officers
who died in the line of duty while serving the
residents of Los Angeles County.

The 46th Annual Los Angeles County Peace
Officers’ Memorial Ceremony was presided over
by Sheriff Jim McDonnell on Wednesday, May
20, in the Memorial Park at the Sheriff’s Training
Academy and Regional Services (STARS) Center
in Whittier. Attending the memorial ceremony
were numerous federal, state and local dignitar-
ies, in addition to family members, friends and
co-workers of the fallen officers. The ceremony
included musical performances by members of
law enforcement and the release of white doves
on behalf of the fallen officers.

Los Angeles County Supervisor Don Knabe,
Fourth District, was the keynote speaker and
Supervisor Michael Antonovich, Fifth District
Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors, was
an honorable guest.

Regrettably, the names of the following officers
were added to the Memorial Wall:

 Lieutenant Patrick L. Libertone, Los Ange-
les County Sheriff’s Department, who died
on August 12, 2014, after suffering a major
heart attack during a traffic stop.

o Officer Jordan Corder, Covina Police
Department, who died on September 30,
2014, from fatal injuries sustained in a
traffic collision when an SUV attempted
to make a left turn in front of him, causing
a head-on collision and Officer Corder to
be thrown from his motorcycle.

« Officer Shaun R. Diamond, Pomona Police
Department, who died on October 29, 2014,
from a single shotgun wound to the back
of the neck, fired upon him as Officer Dia-
mond and his team breached the door of
a residence during the service of a search
warrant in the City of San Gabriel.

o Officer Roberto C. Sanchez, Los Angeles
Police Department, who died on May 3,
2014, from fatal injuries incurred when the
patrol car in which he and his partner were
driving was intentionally rammed at a high
rate of speed by another vehicle, trapping
both officers inside.

In addition, historical research determined

that 14 Los Angeles County peace officers lost

their lives in the line of duty between the years
1853 and 2000. Their names were also placed on
the Memorial Wall:

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COUNTY MOUNTIES

his is the first monthly arti-

cle about the magnificent

meanderings of the Mounted
Enforcement Detail (MED). For
deputies assigned to MED, it can
be frustrating that many Depart-
ment members are still unaware of
our existence, who we are and what
we do. When MED is mentioned,
most who have heard of us think of
the Posse and think we are one and
the same. Not so. The Posse is a great
group of people, mostly civilian vol-
unteers and a few reserve deputies
who belong to individual Posse teams
at various stations. The Mounted Enforcement
Detail is composed almost entirely of full-time
deputy sheriffs. We have two reserves who ride with
us and two who work as ground support, but the
restare regular deputies. MED, originally assigned
to SEB, is now assigned to Parks Bureau. There are
currently four deputies and a sergeant assigned
to MED as their full-time jobs (more to be added
soon). Twenty more deputies and a few sergeants
are collaterally assigned, meaning they work a pri-
mary assignment somewhere on the Department
with MED as an additional duty.

The MED mission is twofold. For the full-time
team, the primary responsibility is patrolling
the parks and working various special events as
requested. Pictured are five MED deputies and
their horses at the recent Law Enforcement Memo-
rial ceremonies in Sacramento. Parks is a great fit
for MED, as the horses allow deputies to get to areas
not often patrolled or difficult to access. The mere

presence of MED can have a substantial deterrent
effect, as deputies up high on a horse are easy to
see by bad guys looking for easy targets. Pictured
are Deputies Hill Goedhart and Frank Bausmith
checking out a residentially challenged visitor at
Alondra Park. Perhaps the greatest benefit of MED
is the positive public relations we can create while
still doing an enforcement job. Everyone loves
horses. Smiling children and beautiful women
run up to say “hi” and ask to pet our horses. These
interactions provide the opportunity for people to
see deputies in a different light ... more like fire-
fighters ... everyone’s friend and hero!

The second MED mission is crowd control.
MED is part of the Sheriff’s Response Team
(SRT) and responds to large crowd events where
the possibility of civil unrest is high. A dozen
or more horses ridden by deputies in riot gear
tends to cause crowds of unruly people to want
to vacate the area and move down the street.

The huge advantage of MED in a
crowd-control situation is we can
cause that movement of the crowd
with no use of force; people just
want to get out of the way of a big
animal that might step on them.
The implications of this from a risk-
management perspective cannot be
overstated. Crowds are much more
likely to resist teams of officers on
the ground that then have to choose
between engaging in a standoff or
using some level of force to get the
crowd to move. Horses are an effec-
tive crowd-control tool that is still
as viable today as it was 100 years
ago. Pictured are MED deputies in formation
practicing crowd-control tactics.

It takes an extraordinary commitment to
work MED. Most people do not understand what
it takes simply to get one’s horse ready and to the
deployment location, let alone work effectively
from horseback. It’s not all glamour; it takes a
lot of work and skill. More than a few perspec-
tive MED deputies have fallen off a horse in the
process of learning, with bruises and broken
bones a result. Yet those who make the team
have summoned the courage to get back in the
saddle, push past the pain and put in the work
needed. The expression on our faces might be a
grimace from the pain, but it’s probably a smile,
because there is just something special about
getting to ride a horse as your radio car. The next
time you see us patrolling your area or working
an event, come up and say, “Hi.” We’ll let you
pet our horse. %%
